IcoNIC CLOCK - STARTED TICK-
E g TOCKING AGAIN

The century-old iconic and legendary clock tower of 175 years
old campus of IIEST, Shibpur has started tick-tocking again after
a long non-operational period. A mechanical clock of this size
and precision requires regular attention regarding up-keeping
and fine adjustment. A team consisting of Prof. Subhas Chandra
Mondal (Professor and Head), Dr. Apurba Das (Assistant
Professor), and Dr. Rajib Chakraborty (Assistant Professor)
from the Mechanical Engineering Department came forward to
take up this challenge of bringing the prestigious clock tower
on track under the direction of honorable director Prof.
Parthasarathi Chakrabarti and ultimately able to get the clock
tower on track from mid-February onwards.

Looking back at history, Sir R N Mookerjee, a distinguished
alumnus of this college (1883 Civil Engg. Batch), had presented
this turret clock to his alma mater, and it was installed at a five-
story high tower. The clock was made by Gillett and Johnston,
Croydon, England in 1919. The only other Gillett and Johnston
clock in the city is the one at the clock tower of New Market,
Kolkata.
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The IIEST clock tower can be considered one of the engineering
marvels in its category and a priceless piece of mechanical
engineering equipment. Its uniqueness lies in its escapement
wheel that makes it possible for the movements to work with
the high-precision spur gear, bevel gear, Paul-ratchet, and cam
mechanism. It needs exact synchronization among its 120
gigantic parts to function properly and run in exact time. The
giant clock on the campus has a massive bell, manually
operated movements with gravity loading, an Invar pendulum
four faces complete with clock gradations, and arms in the four
directions.

The operating mechanism kept exactly the same as it was
installed over 100 years ago to keep it moving. The division
wheel, division pulling that pulled the rope to run the
pendulum, cams, bushes, and pivots are all restored to their
original condition through careful and precise adjustment. As a
positive outcome of the whole effort, the clock started
operating again, showing the time restlessly from mid-February
2024.

It was not easy to reach the gigantic movements, and faculties
had to scale rickety ladders on a steep incline to reach the top
of the tower for inspection and fixing the problem. The only
manufacturer, Croydon-based British company Gillett and
Johnston has now closed for over 65 years. Therefore, support
for adjustment and maintenance from the original
manufacturer is also restricted. Under these circumstances, the
team from Mechanical Engineering Department will look after
the upkeep and maintenance of the clock tower henceforth.

In 2018, Subhra Kanti Saha and Abhra Kanti Saha, based in
Kolkata, started a small pathology lab called Nirnayan
Healthcare to provide various medical tests.

The duo brothers came forward to share the journey of
Nirnayan with Startup Pedia.

Hailing from a doctor’s family where grandfather and father are
doctors, the duo brothers Subhra Kanti Saha and Abhra Kanti
Saha observed that the special medical tests, such as blood
testing, were outsourced from West Bengal to big cities like
Delhi, Mumbai, and Bangalore. They realized that filling this gap
could be their forte.

Holding engineering degrees, the brothers were working in
different MNCs. However, when they realized they could start
their own business to fill the medical gap, they resigned from
their respective jobs and dropped out of the MBA.

The duo saw the vision of making a healthcare brand from
eastern India to facilitate and expedite the diagnosis with
compassion.

“We dropped out of MBA in the middle because we realized that
if we want to do something out of the box, it cannot be learnt
anywhere. We have to start doing and learn on the way*, Abhra
said while talking to Startup Pedia.

With a humble start, investing around Rs 10-12 lakh for required
machinery, they opened a 200-square-foot laboratory.

Being a B2B business, Nirnayan Healthcare collects blood
samples from its clients, such as hospitals, processes them, and
then provides accurate and fast reports.

Initially, the Duo brothers targeted tier 2 and tier 3 city hospitals
and then onboarded hospitals from tier 1 cities. Their clientele
are hospitals and doctors in various locations in West Bengal,
including Kolkata and its surrounding areas.

“We had a humble start. I still remember the first day when our
laboratory did blood testing of 22 patients. Currently, we are
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processing more than 4,000 patient samples per day. This is a
huge growth for us in the last five years,” said Mr. Subhra.

We were in the second year. Our College principal would be
always in our talk. A magnetic personality packed in a small
frame; a wonderful diction in Queen’s English in a soft but clear
voice. He would accept no nonsense from his college boys and
yet he had a deep feeling for each of the two thousand
students in the campus. The junior students, specially from the
first and the second year, were more scared of him though
they would regard him as a Demi-god.

Principal’s living quarter was an old, large , double storied
Tudor mansion and this mansion, too, was mysterious to us,

the junior boys. In the campus we would often go around his
living quarter , glancing at it with curiosity and scare, lest the
lion himself suddenly emerges from his den and confronts
us.

Into this fearful Lion’s Den , our second year room mate
Tarun once dragged three of us well after midnight, not once
but twice and forced us to confront the lion, pulling him out of
his night sleep. It is a bizarre story and It would have been a
comic had it not been so tragic.

Final examinations were going on. We the second year boys
were in extra stress; previous year only about 40 students in
our batch of 400, could pass in all subjects and if now we do
poorly again, some of us may have to repeat (stay back) in the
second year and lose a whole year! My room mates were
Robin, Sarat and Tarun ( name changed). We were studying
hard in the hot summer in our fan- less hostel rooms. Tarun was
a frail boy , the smallest one in size in our class. The fact that
Tarun was slowly breaking down under the examination
stresses , we, his three roommates , could not fathom at all.
We were in- experienced and engrossed in our own studies .

Examinations are going on, and one late night, when we the
room mates are still at our desks but planning to retire for the
night, Tarun suddenly shouts at us in an unusually shrill voice—-
“ 1 know you guys are conspiring against me ! As soon as | go to
sleep you will wrap me up in my mosquito net, and throttle me
dead . | am going to the principal to complaint!” —— And he
dashes off, barefoot and just in a pajama and a vest.
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We three, Rabin, Sarat and |, are absolutely stunned! However
we quickly decide to follow Tarun, in our own pajama- vest
attire and run towards the Lion’s Den . Later on we realize that
all 300 students of our cluster of three hostels gave up their
studies and assembled below the principal’s quarter to give us
moral support.

The guard at the gate was very much alert and confirmed that
a babu has just come in and now waiting upstairs for the
principal, on whose bed room door the watchman himself has
knocked to wake him up. He again leads three of us upstairs
and we enter the den. Tarun is seated in a corner. We three sit
at another corner. Then our principal emerges from inside,
wrapped in a dressing gown. He takes a quick look at all four of
us, takes a seat and waits silently.

Tarun springs up, points his fingers towards us and says “ Sir,
these are my room mates and they steal all the letters that my
girlfriend writes to me.” Another bolt from the blue so to say!
The principal is unperturbed — “ Where does your girl friend
live? “ Tarun— “ Sir, in Jalpaiguri. | am from Jalpiguri too, Sir.”

This immediately creates a bond, as our Principal himself was
from the same place.He skillfully and softly questions Tarun and
find out all the details of Tarun’s parents and family. Then the
great man addresses the agitated boy— “ My boy. You study
seriously and be an engineer from Shibpore. Then dozens of
girls would like to be your girl friend and will write you letters .
Tomorrow morning you have an examination. Now just go
back to your room and have a sound sleep . Tarun takes a
glance at us and leaves the room. The great man silently nods to
us to go back too .As we emerge from the lion’s den, we find a
crowd of hostel mates anxiously waiting for us abandoning
studies. Such was the spirit of togetherness in our College!

We go to bed exhausted. In a few hours we have to appear in
our ET Lab examination! Jesus Christ! But our fate that night
was more cruel. Within an hour Tarun springs out of his bed,
yells, and shots out of the room and runs in the direction of the
river Ganges flowing across our campus boundary. We three
get up, run to Lion’s Den again and wake up the sleeping lion
again with the help of the guard. We express our anxiety that
Tarun might throw himself into the river! The wise man that our
Principal was, he orders that no student should try to search
for Tarun at this hour of night. The security guards at dawn
would surely find him hiding somewhere inside the campus.
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Then the great man hands over a piece of paper and asks us to
write down our names and roll numbers on it. He says softly—
“ You boys are in no shape to appear in tomorrow’s exam. Go
back and sleep through the night and till late morning.

Next morning Tarun was found hiding behind some bushes. He
was mad by then and was lodged in the campus hospital. His
father was informed and the old man came and took away his
mentally ill son back home. Rabin, Sarat and | had a terrible
feeling of guilt. How did we fail to notice at all that our Tarun
was slowly turning mad 2.

Ten years have passed. | am working in Kolkata. Both Rabin
and Sarat are teaching at Durgapur. On a winter afternoon |
suddenly bump into Tarun at the BBD Bag ( Dalhousie Square).
He is neatly dressed, looking happy and relaxed. We hug each
other and sit at a bench in the park and sip tea served in bhnar (
earthen pots) and chat. Tarun’s story is a happy one. He lost a
year resting at home and then joined directly in the final year of
LME in the local technical school and came out with ranks and
since then is with the Calcutta Telephone as an assistant
engineer.

A massive load was off my chaste after a long 12 years. On
Saturday [ take a train to Durgapur to meet Rabin and Sarat and
become a night guest of Rabin at the NIT . Sarat, too, comes
over and join us. | describe to them about my chance meeting
with a happy Tarun at Kolkata . Now my two friends feel as
mentally relieved as me. We three roommates eat and drink
and chat about our hostel day till well past midnight.
